A POLICY DOCUMENT ON THE TREATMENT OF ASTHMA
This school:

· welcomes pupils with asthma,

· recognises asthma as an important condition,

· encourages and helps children with asthma to participate fully in school life,

· teaches all the pupils about the condition, so that they are aware of it and understand the needs of any children with the condition.,

· recognises the need for immediate access to inhalers,

· ensures school environment is as favourable as possible to asthmatics,

· ensures all staff understand the condition,

· understands what to do in an attack and will, if necessary, give emergency treatment and inform the parent accordingly,

· works with parents, school governors, school staff, children and the school health service to ensure the successful implementation of this school asthma policy.

· will inform the parents/guardians and the school nurse of:

a.  severe attack

b.  use of school emergency inhaler

c.  frequent use of relief therapy,

d.  other concerns of staff

· will contact GP/ambulance

a. if asthma attack continues/deteriorates and parents are unavailable quickly,

e.  if there is a severe asthma attack.

· will keep a register of all children with asthma, which will be updated at the beginning of the school year,

· will inform all parents that there is a school emergency inhaler treatment available, but there is a need for the child to have continued availability of their own reliever,

· will keep a record of the use of the emergency inhaler and of the frequent use of any child of their own inhaler. The school nurse will also be alerted to this situation.

· an emergency inhaler will be taken on school trips.
